MEMBERSHIP AGREEMENT

Membership in the National Honor Society is an elite privilege for life. Eligibility is gained by demonstration of scholarship, leadership, service, and character.  These qualities are described thoroughly in the membership requirement packet.  Membership will remain in tact as long as each individual upholds the qualifying characteristics.

Membership may be revoked. One cannot be eligible to retain membership once he or she has been dismissed.  Grounds for dismissal are:

1. Grade point average for a six weeks falls below 90.  Should this happen, the student will be placed on academic probation for six more weeks. If that average is also below 90, the student will be dismissed from the honor society. 

2. Cumulative grade point average falls below 90. The student will be dismissed.

3. Cheating or plagiarism.

4. Skipping class and receiving an unexcused absence.

5. Suspension from school.

6. Failure to attend and participate in scheduled meeting and activities.

7. Violation of state or federal law.

8. Failure to complete 10 service hours by the due date each school year.

9.  Failure to uphold membership responsibilities as outlined by the NHS.

Any member to whom the aforementioned activities apply will be notified in writing by the NHS Advisory Council, consisting of five voting faculty members and two non-voting members: the principal and the NHS sponsor. The student has a right to submit an explanation in writing to the council through the NHS sponsor. If dismissed, the membership card and pin must be returned to the school.
