BARELLO’S TIPS FOR SUCCESS

5. Read the book, not just the examples.

8. Keep a written list of questions about reading passages or problems you can’t do.

9. Ask classmates for help with understanding not help with completing homework.

10. Give yourself enough time for problems to click. I can’t count the times I didn’t understand a problem until I gave it a rest. Things seem so much simpler after a good nights sleep, a shower, or a little exercise.
